The District shall provide matriculation Student Success and Support Program services 36 
to students for the purpose of furthering equality of educational opportunity and 37 
academic success.  The purpose of matriculation Student Success and Support 38 
Program services is to bring the student and the Ddistrict into agreement regarding the 39 
student’s educational goal through the District’s established programs, policies, and 40 
requirements. 41

The Chancellor is responsible for establishing procedures to assure implementation of 43 
matriculation Student Success and Support Program services that comply with the Title 44

practices, using a broad array of delivery mechanisms, including technology-163 
based strategies to serve a continuum of student needs and abilities, that will 164 
enable students to make informed choices.

(iv) Development of an education plan leading to a course of study and 166 
guidance on course selection that is informed by, and related to, a student’s 167 
academic and career goals. 168 
(D) Referral to specialized support services as needed and available, including, 169 
but not necessarily limited to, federal, state, and local financial assistance; 170 
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health services; career services; veteran support services; foster youth 171 
services; extended opportunity programs and services provided pursuant to 172 
Article 8 (commencing with Section 69640) of Chapter 2 of Part 42 of Division 173 
5; campus child care services provided pursuant to Article 4 (commencing with 174 
Section 8225) of Chapter 2 of Part 6 of Division 1 of Title 1; programs that 175 
teach basic skills education and English as a second language; and disabled 176 
student services provided pursuant to Chapter 14 (commencing with Section 177 
67300) of Part 40 of Division 5. 178 
(E) Evaluation of each student’s progress and referral to appropriate 179 
interventions for students who are enrolled in basic skills courses, who have not 180 
declared an educational goal as required, or who are on academic probation, as 181 
defined by standards adopted by the Board of Governors of the California 182 
Community Colleges and community college districts. 183 
(3)  The student’s responsibilities under the agreement include, but are not 184 
necessarily limited to, the identification of an academic and career goal upon 185 
application, the declaration of a specific course of study after a specified time 186 
period or unit accumulation, as defined by the board of governors, diligence in 187 
class attendance and completion of assigned coursework, and the completion of 188 
courses and maintenance of academic progress toward an educational goal and 189 
course of study identified in the student’s education plan. To ensure that 190 
students are not unfairly impacted by the requirements of this chapter, the 191 
board of governors shall establish a reasonable implementation period that is 192 
phased in as resources are available to provide nonexempt students with the 193 
core services pursuant to this section.

(b) Funding for the Student Success and Support Program shall be targeted to 195 
fully implement orientation, assessment, counseling and advising, and other 196 
education planning services needed to assist a student in making an informed 197 
decision about his or her educational goal and course of study and in the 198 
development of an education plan.

implementation of this article. 327 
(7) Coordination with college student equity plans to ensure that the college has 328 
identified strategies to monitor and address equity issues and mitigate any 329 
disproportionate impacts on student access and achievement. 330 
(8) The extent to which the community college is able to develop partnerships 331 
with feeder high school districts, workforce agencies, and other community 332 
partners to assist entering students in career and educational exploration and 333 
planning and leverage resources to support a successful transition to college 334 
and career. 335 
(d) The board of governors may allocate up to 5 percent of the total funds 336 
appropriated for the Student Success and Support Program for state 337 
administrative operations to carry out the intent of this article, subject to the 338 
review of the annual budget process. 339

college personnel and students and that provides all of the following: 371 
(A) An assessment profile, generated for each student upon request, that 372 
includes all assessment information available in the data warehouse created 373 
pursuant to paragraph (2). This profile shall be accessible for counseling, 374 
matriculation, and course placement purposes. 375 
(B) A pretest application that emulates the structure of the student assessment 376 
created pursuant to paragraph (1) that students can practice on and familiarize 377 
themselves with before taking future assessments. 378 
(C) An advisement tool that provides students with information about the 379 
importance of taking the common assessment to be placed in college-level 380 
courses in English, mathematics, or English as a second language and the 381 
historical success rates of students who place in various levels of remedial 382 
coursework. 383 
(b) In developing the common assessment, the Office of the Chancellor of the 384 
California Community Colleges shall work in collaboration with the State 385 
Department of Education and the California State University when developing a 386 
common college-readiness standard that will be reflected in the creation of 387 
assessment instruments. 388 
(c) The Office of the Chancellor of the California Community Colleges shall 389 
submit a report to the Legislature and the Governor on the progress of the 390 
implementation of the common assessment system by December 31, 2012. 391 
(d) The provisions of this section shall be operative upon the receipt of state, 392 
federal, or philanthropic funds sufficient to cover the costs of the common 393 
assessment system.

providing students with the support services necessary to assist them in achieving 418 
their education goal and identified course of study. 419

(b) The requirements of this subchapter apply only to districts receiving funds 421 
pursuant to Education Code section 78216 for the period of time during which such 422 
funds are received.

 Article 1. Scope and Definitions 453 
§ 55502. Definitions. 454 

 455 
For purposes of this subchapter, the following definitions shall apply: 456 
 457 
(a) “Assessment for placement” hereinafter referred to as “assessment” is the 458 
process of gathering information about individual students in order to identify their 459 
skill level and appropriately direct them to courses for which they are prepared. 460 
Information used in the assessment process may include, but is not limited to, 461 
information regarding the student's study skills, English language proficiency, 462 
computational skills, aptitudes, goals, learning skills, career aspirations, academic 463 
performance, and need for special services. Assessment involves the collection of 464 
such information for purposes of course placement. 465 
 466 
(b) “Assessment test” is a validated, standardized, or locally-developed test used in 467 
addition to other measures in the course placement process. 468 
 469 
(c) “Career Goal” is the student's stated occupational interest upon application and 470 
is periodically updated during the student's continued enrollment at the college. 471 
 472 
(d) “Course of Study” is the student's chosen educational program; major or area 473 
of emphasis; or course sequence for transfer preparation, career preparation or 474 
advancement, completion of basic skills, or English as a Second Language 475 
proficiency to achieve the student's education goal. 476 
 477 
(e) “Disproportionate impact” in broad terms is a condition where access to key 478 
resources and supports or academic success may be hampered by inequitable 479 
practices, policies, and approaches to student support or instructional practices 480 
affecting a specific group. For the purpose of assessment, disproportionate impact 481 
is when the percentage of persons from a particular racial, ethnic, gender, age, or 482 
disability group, who are directed to a particular service or course placement based 483 
on an assessment test or other measure is significantly different from the 484 
representation of that group in the population of persons being assessed, and that 485 
discrepancy is not justified by empirical evidence demonstrating that the 486 
assessment test or other measure is a valid and reliable predictor of performance in 487 
the relevant educational setting. 488 
 489 
(f) “Education goal” is the student's stated intent to earn a degree or career 490 
technical education certificate, prepare for transfer to a four-year college or 491 
university, improve math or English basic skills or English language proficiency, or 492 
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pursue career advancement or occupational training or retraining, or other 493 
educational interest. The education goal is initially identified during the application 494 
process and updated throughout the student's academic career at the college 495 
during subsequent course registration or education planning processes. 496 
 497 
(g) “Exemption” is a waiver or deferral of a student's participation in orientation, 498 
assessment and/or counseling, advising, and other education planning services 499 
required pursuant to section 55520. 500

(h) “Matriculation” is a process that brings a college and a student into an 503 
agreement for the purpose of achieving the student's education goals and 504 
completing the student's course of study. 505 
 506 
(i) “Multiple measures” are a required component of a district's assessment system 507 
and refer to the use of more than one assessment measure in order to assess the 508 
student. Other measures that may comprise multiple measures include, but are not 509 
limited to, interviews, holistic scoring processes, attitude surveys, vocational or 510 
career aptitude and interest inventories, high school or college transcripts, 511 
specialized certificates or licenses, education and employment histories, and 512 
military training and experience. 513 
 514 
(j) “Orientation” is a process that acquaints students and potential students with, at 515 
a minimum, college programs, student support services, facilities and grounds, 516 
academic expectations, institutional procedures, and other appropriate information 517 
pursuant to section 55521. 518

(k) “Student Success and Support Program Services” are those services listed in 520 
section 55520. 521

(a) Each district or college shall establish a process that takes into consideration the 805 
student services and instructional resources available for assisting students to 806 
select an education goal and course of study within a reasonable time after 807 
admission as required by section 55530(d). This shall include, but not be limited to, 808 
the provision of counseling as required by section 55523. 809 
 810 
(b) Districts or colleges shall provide students with an opportunity to develop 811 
student education plans that are either: 812 
 813 
(1) Abbreviated. Abbreviated student education plans are one to two terms in 814 
length designed to meet the immediate needs of students for whom a 815 
comprehensive plan is not appropriate; or 816 
 817 
(2) Comprehensive. Comprehensive student education plans take into account a 818 
student's interests, skills, career and education goals, major, potential transfer 819 
institutions, and the steps the student needs to take on their educational path to 820 
complete their identified course of study. The comprehensive plan helps the student 821 
achieve their course of study. The comprehensive plan includes, but is not limited 822 
to, addressing the education goal and course of study requirements, such as the 823 
requirements for the major, transfer, certificate, program, applicable course 824 
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prerequisites or co-requisites, the need for basic skills, assessment for placement 825 
results, and the need for referral to other support and instructional services as 826 
appropriate. The comprehensive student education plan is tailored to meet the 827 
individual needs and interests of the student and may include other elements to 828 
satisfy participation requirements for programs such as EOPS, DSPS, CalWORKs, 829 
veterans education benefits, athletics, and others. 830 
 831 
(c) Once a continuing nonexempt student has selected an education goal and 832 
course of study, the district shall make a reasonable effort to afford the student the 833 
opportunity to develop a comprehensive student education plan describing the 834 
responsibilities of the student, the requirements he or she must meet, and the 835 
courses, programs, and services required and available to achieve the stated goal. 836 
 837 
(d) The student education plan developed pursuant to subdivision (b) shall be 838 
accessible, timely, and recorded in electronic form. The plan and its implementation 839 
shall be reviewed as necessary to ensure that it continues to accurately reflect the 840 
needs and goals of the student. Districts or colleges shall make a reasonable effort 841 
to not duplicate education planning processes including for students participating in 842 
special programs. 843 
 844 
(e) If a student believes the district or college has failed to make good faith efforts 845 
to develop a plan, has failed to provide programs and services specified in the 846 
student education plan, or has otherwise violated the requirements of this section, 847 
the student may file a complaint pursuant to section 55534(a). 848
