ASCCC Fall Plenary: November 4-6, 2021 

 

Governor Newsom issued Executive Order N-25-20 on March 12, 2020, and Executive Order N-29-20 on March 17, 2020. Portions 

of these orders relax parts of the Brown Act. In part, the orders allow elected officials to “attend” a meeting via teleconference 

WITHOUT having to admit members of the public into the location from which they are participating (N-25-20) and orders that 

"such a body need not make available any physical location from which members of the public may observe the meeting and offer 

public comment" (N-29-20). EO N-08-21 extended the permissions for Brown Act bodies to meet virtually through September, 30,
