Students may demonsirate proficiencyin a course eligible for Credit for Prior Learning and
receive college credit through the approved alternative methods for awarding credit listed
below:

Achievement of a score of 3 or higher on an Advanced Placement Examination
administered by the College Entrance Examination Board.

Achievement of a score that qualifies for credit by examinationin the College Level
Examination Program (CLEP).

Evaluation of joint service tfranscript (JST) that considers the creditrecommendations of the
American Council on Education (ACE) pursuant to Education Code 66025.71.




The American Council on Education (ACE)

ACE isthe nation’s unifying voice for higher education and servesas an agency to provide credit
recommendations based on peer reviews analysis for educational training.

ACE faculty requirements

« Must be currently teaching at accredited college or university

« Reviewsare based off academic discipline alignment (subject-matter experts)
« Minimum 5 years of experience to quality

« ACE evaluations are rigorous and hands-on

« Facultyreview and approve allrecommendationsfor credit and mjust be at 100%

Evaluation of industry-recognized credential documentation.

Evaluation of student-created portfolios.

Credit by satisfactory completion of an examination administered by the college in lieu of
completion of a course listedin the college catalog.

Achievement of an examination administered by other agencies approved by the college.

Assessment approved or conducted by proper authorities of the college.
