Chancellor’s Council 
The Chancellor’s Council met yesterday. Agenda items included key updates as follows: 

• SBCCD met with CCCCO regarding workforce development efforts. CCCCO met with EDCT regarding 

the work being done with workforce development. SBCCD is exploring a rebrand for EDCT. 

• Dual enrollment update was given. Dual enrollment workshop is scheduled for this Thursday to 

develop a districtwide dual enrollment plan to eliminate barriers. Bringing both campuses together 

and sharing best practices.   

• The state budget was discussed. DSO is finishing the budget process and it will go out to the 

campuses. SBCCD will continue to look for ways to mitigate and will continue to advocate to 

protect our funding.
