Agenda Items

Reading & Study Skills Department Discussion - Kimberly Jefferson is requesting that the Committee reinstate
the Education (EDUC) prefix at Valley. Using Long Beach City College’s model, faculty in this department teach
both reading and teacher preparation courses. This prefix is needed in order to create the Elementary Teacher
Education AA-T, which is designed to create a pathway with CSUSB. The education courses were taught at
SBVC approximately 15 years ago, but due to cutbacks, it was decided that the education courses would be
taught at CHC, and the majority of the CD courses would be taught at Valley. Now, due to the teacher
shortages, the EDUC courses are needed. Next Steps: The department will start building the EDUC courses in
Meta.

New Business

New ACCJC Standards - There are new ACCJC standards. The ACCJC is our accrediting body, and they are
rewriting their standards. These standards will be utilized during our next visit. Bethany Tasaka is asking the
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Committee to review the standards, thinking how these they affect/reference curriculum. If you have any
questions or comments feel free to email Bethany.

FTVM New Programs Discussion - Lucas Cuny is requesting to build specific degrees to align with industry
standards. Many CTE programs have various degree options specific for students to complete to obtain a job.
Looking at the jobs in the Inland Empire students have the opportunity to apply for various jobs that require
specific degrees. Create tracks specific to camera operation, directing, production, and post-production. In
conjunction with other department chairs across campus, these degrees will contain courses in ART, THART,
BUSAD, MUS, etc. Next Steps: Lucas will meet with Janice Wilkins to see what the possibilities are with
developing new programs.
