The first
disbursement for the Fall 2015 se-
mester was distributed to over 2,000
students and totaled nearly $1.8
million from the Federal Pell Grant.
In comparison, the first Fall 2014
disbursement went to 437 students
for a total of $532,000. The second
disbursement for the Fall 2015 se-
mester went to over 700 students
and totaled over $500,000 from the
Federal Pell Grant, for a total of $2.3
million disbursed.
