The committee discussed various issues re: traditional and 

alternative teaching; we provide unique services, innovative 

instructional and support programs; keep to no more than two 

sentences; low-cost, mission statement purpose. 

 

The committee agreed that version 2 with some minor changes, is 

the best statement. Shorter is better, maybe three sentences.
