Instructions for completing Needs Assessment Applications


Equipment requests that were approved and ranked in 2012 do not need to be resubmitted. 


1. Complete one application for each request. For instance if you are requesting 2 admissions clerks, fill out 2 applications. Facilities requests are the exception, there can be 3 facilities request per application


2. Completed applications should be no longer than one double-sided page (or 2 single-sided pages) with 12 pt Times New Roman font saved as a .pdf file.


3. To avoid duplication of existing documents the application should reference the Educational Master Plan 2010 – 1014 (EMP) and the department’s most recent Program Efficacy. The EMP file was e-mailed with the documents. If you do not have a copy of the Program Efficacy, e-mail Celia Huston chuston@valleycollege.edu for a copy


4. Provide the page number for the EMP or Program Efficacy so the committee can quickly locate more detailed information. For instance: ‘The survey in the EMP (p. 23) shows that students have above average satisfaction with the bookstore’ or ‘Chemistry’s 5 year plan in the Program Efficacy (p.5) includes…’
